Our 
objectives are:

•	To	 monitor	 health	 promotion,	 public	 health,	 disease	 prevention,	
determinants of health and social inequities and related developments in 
Europe.

•	To	facilitate	communication	and	dissemination	of	information	on	health	
related issues in Europe.

•	To	 enhance	 communication	 and	 collaboration	 between	 all	 national,	
regional and local authorities, agencies, bodies and organisations relevant 
to or working on health promotion, public health, disease prevention and 
determinants of health and social inequities in Europe.

•	To	enhance	dialogues	with	 the	European	Union	 Institutions	and	other	
relevant international organisations on health related policies and 
strategies.

•	To	provide	a	range	of	relevant	services	to	members	and	partners.

What is EuroHealthNet?

EuroHealthNet is a statutory not for profit organisation networking public 
bodies working in the fields of health promotion, public health, disease 
prevention and social determinants of health  – the factors behind good or 
ill health.  We offer a valuable platform for information, advice, policy and 
advocacy on health, social, research, sustainable development and related 
issues at European level – particularly in connection with European Union 
(EU) policy and programmes.

EuroHealthNet comprises national, regional, municipal and local bodies from 
a majority of European States, working on policy, research and implementation 
approaches which contribute to improving health, wellbeing and equity within 
all the countries that are members of or associated with the European Union. 

To support members, we manage modern office facilities in Brussels, close to the EU 
Institutions	that	we	monitor.	From	there	we	co-ordinate	our	work,	including	a	help	desk	
service, plus websites which offer members fast information and special promotion of 
their work through dedicated pages.

Support, help and advice

Members have opportunities to participate in project work, find project partners and 
address	 needs,	 for	 example	 capacity	 building	 and	 study	 visits	 funded	by	 our	 core	
framework from the EU Programme for Employment and Social Solidarity (PROGRESS).

We also work within the EU Seventh Research Framework Programme and the EU 
Public Health Action Programme. 

Our approach of advocating evidence based “health in all policies” means we work 
in relation to all priority programmes, notably the EU 2020 strategic initiative and new 
initiatives on innovation, healthy food and ageing.
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
